• In�uence others: challenge myths and stereotypes.

• O�er volunteer placements for suitably skilled refugees or asylum seekers.    
 Advertise paid jobs on refugee networks.

• Consider appointing refugees to positions of responsibility in your community.

• O�er meeting space to an asylum or refugee community group.

• Fundraise for an asylum or refugee charity. Encourage your members to take    
 out standing orders. 

• O�er to be part of a sub-group – e.g: working on community safety; employment;   
 schools; ESOL, Further and Higher Education; arts and leisure activities; action through  
 faith groups.
 
• Publicise City of Sanctuary, Refugee Week and other refugee events within your   
 community.

• Publicise opportunities to volunteer with refugee charities.
